The position of Field Hand is generally responsible for maintenance of municipal facilities, water and sewerage systems under the jurisdiction of the Municipality as well as other municipal infrastructure such as roads, sidewalks, the Richmond Solid Waste Management Facility and the Richmond Arena.
specific duties include:
· Maintenance of municipal facilities such as the Municipal Administration Building, water and sewer treatment facilities, municipally maintained septic systems, sewage lift stations, water towers, Solid Waste Management Facility, Richmond Arena, etc. Maintenance activities include groundskeeping and minor building maintenance (painting, building repairs/maintenance, waste disposal, etc.).
· Installation of new water and sewer connections that are approved by the Director of Public Works/Municipal Engineer. 
· Inspection and repairs to water and sewerage system infrastructure such as water/sewer mains, valves, hydrants, manholes, water meters, etc.
· Provide locating services for Municipal infrastructure prior to excavation work within our serviced areas.
· Respond/investigate complaints related to water or wastewater issues, street/sidewalk lighting, water/sewer leaks, etc.
· Snow and ice removal on municipal roads/sidewalks and municipal facilities. Includes operation of plow trucks (no air brakes required), skid steer, snowblower and shoveling.
· Attendance of training courses as recommended by the Director of Public Works in consultation with the Public Works Working Foreman.
· Carrying out all the above while ensuring safe work practices are adhered to.
· Any other duties which the Municipality may require from time to time.
