Warden Boudreau called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  

 

Warden Boudreau indicated that March 8, 2010 is International Women’s Day.  It is a 

global day celebrating the economic, political and social achievements of women, past 

present and future.  We on our council, on our staff and in our communities have many 

examples of such achievements and such individual women.  We wish to take the 

opportunity, at this time, to recognize and thank them all. 

 

Warden Boudreau also indicated that today is the beginning of the “Semaine de 

Francophonie” and in recognition tonight’s National Anthem will be bilingual. 

 

Warden Boudreau asked everyone to stand for the singing of O’Canada.

history of DIMA, their past successes, as well as a request for funding.

 BE IT RESOLVED that the Warden and CAO provide the Dundee Resort with 

correspondence indicating that the resort will not be in arrears for current taxes until 

October 31
st
 of 2010.
