Warden Boudreau re:  Review of “Funding to Core Community Organizations” Policy 

 

Warden Boudreau reported the following: 

 A Committee has been formed to review the way the municipality funds certain 

core community organizations.  Warden Boudreau, Councillor David and 

Councillor McNamara are the Council representatives 

 There will no longer be an application process each year, however there will be 

certain guidelines that organizations must meet on an annual basis to receive 

funding.   

 Council will determine which organizations will be on the list and the amount of 

funding that they will receive. 
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 A draft policy has been circulated to Councillors for review and input and the 

draft policy will be on the agenda for the January 31
st
 Committee of the Whole 

Meeting. 

 New organizations can apply to be added to the list.

services in Richmond County all with an anticipated implementation date of April 1
st
, 

2012.  Motion carried.
