Councillor Sampson proceeded with a special presentation to Captain Terry Clements.

Moved by Councillor MacNeil, seconded by Councillor McNamara that Council approve
a loan guarantee in the amount of $73,000 to the St. Peter’s, Samsonville & Area Water
Utility. Motion carried.

Darrin McLean be requested to organize the teams for the event. Motion carried.
