Commission over the past 12 months.

Warden Boudreau thanked Mr. Bain for his presentation.
(b) Committee of the Whole

Councillor Sampson presented the Committee of the Whole Report for the month of June
2011.
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Moved by Councillor Sampson, seconded by Councillor Boucher that Council accept the
recommendation of the Committee of the Whole and support the Strait Area Ground
Search and Rescue Association in being classified as an emergency service provider.
Motion carried.

Moved by Councillor Sampson, seconded by Councillor David that Council accept the
recommendation of the Committee of the Whole and give approval of the municipal
estimates of revenues and expenditures for the year ending March 31, 2012 in the amount
of $13,286,673 (copy of budget attached as Appendix “A”);

AND FURTHER MOVED THAT WHEREAS pursuant to the Municipal Act, the
Municipal Council of the Municipality of Richmond estimates that sums amounting to
$7,105,925 are required for the lawful purpose of the said Municipality for the year
ending March 31, 2012, after crediting the probable revenue from all sources other than
rates for the said year and making due allowance for the abatement and losses which may
occur in the collection of the taxes and for taxes for the said year which may not be
collectible or collected;

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED that Richmond Council hereby authorizes the
levying and collection of a residential rate of .75¢ on each $100 of the assessed value of
residential property assessed on the assessment roll and a commercial rate of $2.01;
which rates said Council deems sufficient to raise the sums required to defray the
expenditures of the said Municipality for this year, and any deficit from the preceding
years;

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Richmond Council hereby imposes an
additional percentage charge of 18 percent per annum on all rates and taxes remaining
unpaid.

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Richmond Council hereby fixes the
30™ day of September, 2011 as the day on which the Tax Collector or Treasurer may
proceed to issue warrants for the collection of all rates and taxes then unpaid. Motion
carried. (1 nay — Councillor MacNeil)

Councillor MacNeil expressed concern regarding the inequities with the fire protection
charges within Richmond and indicated that he could not support the budget because of
this.
