WHEREAS awareness, education and practicing preventative measures, such as daily
tick checks and proper tick removal, can help reduce your chances of contracting tick
borne diseases; ‘

THEREFORE, be it resolved that I, Warden Brian Marchand, on behalf of the
Municipality of the County of Richmond, do hereby proclaim May 2018 as “Lyme
Disease Awareness Month”.

e) CFOre: Loan Guarantee — Truck.

Moved by Councillor Boucher, seconded by Councillor Martell that Municipal Council
adopt the following resolution: '

WHEREAS the Village of St. Peter’s is a village in the Municipality of Richmond;

AND WHEREAS the Village of St. Peter’s has determined to borrow the aggregate
principal amount of Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000) for the purposes of replacing the
public works truck;

AND WHEREAS the Village of St. Peter’s has requested a municipality to guarantee the
said borrowing;

AND WHEREAS Section 89 of the Municipal Government Act provides that a
municipality may guarantee a loan for a village;

AND WHEREAS Section 88(3) of the Municipal Government Act provides that no
guarantee of a borrowing by a municipality shall have effect unless the Minister of
Municipal Affairs has approved of the proposed borrowing or debenture and of the
proposed guarantee;

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED

THAT the Municipality of Richmond does hereby approve the borrowing by the Village
of St. Peter’s of Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000) for the purposes set out above;
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THAT subject to the approval of the Minister of Municipal Affairs of the guarantee, the
Municipality unconditionally guarantee repayment of the principal and interest of the
borrowing so made;

THAT upon the issue of the debentures, the Warden and Clerk of the Municipality do
sign the guarantee attached to each of the debentures and affix thereto the corporate seal
‘of the Municipality.
