Items Added to the Agenda

Moved by Councillor Boucher, seconded by Councillor Martell that the agenda be
accepted as presented. Motion carried.

Review of Minutes:

a) November 26, 2018 Regular Council

Moved by Councillor Martell, seconded by Councillor Boucher that the minutes of
November 26, 2018 Regular Council meeting be approved. Motion carried.

b) January 14, 2019 Special Council

Moved by Councillor Boucher, seconded by Councillor Martell that the minutes of the
January 14, 2019 Special Council meeting be approved.

a) Committee of the Whole

b) CAQO, Kent Maclntyre re: Strait of Canso Lead Stakeholder Group

for regional economic development, and improved collaboration and access to vital
regional marketing and branding materials; it is recommended to proceed with the
expenditure of $5,000.
