Moved by Deputy Warden Martell, seconded by Councillor Goyetche that staff proceed with the application to the Province’s PCAP Funding Program for the purpose of conducting pre-engineering work for modifications required to the Arichat Water Treatment Plant in order to meet the plant wastewater effluent quality requirements in its Operating Approval issued by Nova Scotia Environment. Motion carried.

e)  Acadian Acres Farm and Wild Edibles re:  Compost Donation Request;

Moved by Councillor MacLean, seconded by Deputy Warden Martell that the request from Acadian Acres Farm and Wild Edibles for a compost donation be approved with the donation amount determined based on information provided by the Director of Public Works regarding compost availability.    f)  Jason Martell re:  Temporary Borrowing Resolution (TBR) for District 10 Volunteer Fire Department
Moved by Councillor MacLean, seconded by Deputy Warden Martell that the request from the District 10 Volunteer Fire Department for the Municipality of the County of Richmond to enter into a loan agreement with the lending institution in the amount of $110,000 for the purpose of the Fire Department purchasing a 2007 MetalFab International Pumper Truck be approved.  Motion carried.
