Warden Mombourquette called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM and asked everyone to stand for the singing of O’Canada.

Roll Call of Councillors

The CAO took roll call of Councillors.

Items Added to the Agenda

Councillor M. Sampson requested and received unanimous consent to add an item to the agenda regarding a previously issued Clean-up Order.

Warden Mombourquette requested and received unanimous consent to add an item to the agenda regarding congratulations to a new business in St. Peter’s.

Councillor Samson requested and received unanimous consent to add an item to the agenda regarding Remembrance Day Ceremonies.

Moved by Councillor M. Sampson, seconded by Councillor B. Sampson that the agenda be approved with the items added.  Motion carried.

 a)  Committee of the Whole

The Order should state to the owners that the dwelling is to be demolished and all debris be removed and disposed of in the appropriate manner within thirty (30) days. If the property owner fails to comply the Municipality will complete the same and recover the costs.  Motion carried.
