Many household products are labeled and marketed as DISPOSABLE and/or
FLUSHABLE; many baby and adult personal hygiene products, along with
household wipes and cleaning towelettes are labeled both disposable and
flushable. While these products may be marketed as a convenience item in this
way, the truth is that these types of items have the ability to clog not only the
sewer line on your property, but also the public sewer system and pump stations

in our serviced areas.

Unlike toilet paper, these products DO NOT break down once they are flushed.
They can cause blockages in your sewer line, especially older pipelines that may
have grease, roots, or other obstructions already existing. Repair of a private
sewer line can be inconvenient and costly for the property owner. Property
owners are responsible for maintenance of the sewer line from their home up

to the road right-of-way. When these products make their way into the public
sewer system they collect together causing very large obstructions and clogs in
the mains and get tangled in pump stations requiring repair or replacement of
equipment. Ultimately, increased costs to maintain the central sewerage

systems are passed on to customers through sewer rates.

How Can We Help...

The following items should NEVER be flushed into the sewer system:

Disinfecting/surface wipes

Mop or "Swiffer" type refills

Baby wipes

Paper towels

Jewelry wipes

Pet care wipes

Department of Finance and Taxation

The Finance Department is responsible for coordinating all the financial activities of the Municipality of the County of Richmond.
The major areas of responsibilities of the Department are property taxation, other source revenues, accounts payable, payroll,
budgeting, accounting and financial management. The Municipality of the County of Richmond’s fiscal year runs April 1 - March 31.

Tax payments may be made at the Municipal Tax Office
located at 2357 Highway 206, in Arichat, by presenting your
tax bill to the Tax Clerk. The office is open Monday through
Friday between 8:30 am and 4:00 pm.

The Municipality offers Debit Card payments.
PLEASE NOTE: VISA, Mastercard, American Express, etc. are
NOT accepted.

Online and telephone banking are other alternatives for
paying property tax bills through most financial institutions.

Please remember to enclose the remittance stub of your tax
bill with your payment and indicate your property
account number(s) on your cheque or money order.

The Municipality of the County of Richmond has a Deed
Transfer Tax of 1.5%. The Deed Transfer Tax is collected on
the Municipality’s behalf by the Province of Nova Scotia at the
Registry of Deeds.

The 2025-2026 Residential tax rate for the Municipality of
the County of Richmond is $0.85 per $100 of assessment.

The Commercial tax rate for 2025-2026 is $2.15 per
$100 of assessed value. Area rates are also added.
See our website for a detailed breakdown.

The Municipality’s tax bills are issued on the 1 of April and
September and are due on the first working day of June and
November.

All taxes not paid by the due date accrue interest at a rate of
18% per annum (1.5% per month). The Municipality sends
out approximately 12,000 annual tax bills.
